○ Required Documents:
① Application form and research proposal (Please use the forms attached to this notice)
② Curriculum Vitae (including a list of research activities & publications and presentations) 
※ All documents should be submitted either in Korean or in English.
○ Notification of Selection (scheduled): Notification of selection will be provided individually around the end of February 2015 after the application screening has been completed.
6. Obligations
○ Visiting scholars must submit a research report within three months since the end of their period of visit.
○ Visiting scholars must give one or more presentations on their research at the Northeast Asian History Foundation during their period of visit.
○ If research conducted through this Program becomes published, the Northeast Asian History Foundation should be specifically credited in the publication for its support of the research and at least one copy of the publication should be submitted to the Northeast Asian History Foundation.
